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PAUL’S FINAL TRAVELS: A POSSIBLE RECONSTRUCTION

After Paul’s first Roman imprisonment: He may have gone to preach in
❶ Spain (Rom. 15:24, 28), then ❷ Crete, where he left Titus (Tit. 1:5).
Next, he left Trophimus in ❸ Miletus (2 Tim. 4:20). He may have visited
Philemon at ❹ Colossae (Philem. 22), then ➎ Ephesus where he left Timo-
thy (1 Tim. 1:3). Paul would have stopped by ❻ Troas (2 Tim. 4:13) on his
way to ❼ Philippi in Macedonia (1 Tim. 1:3). His final stops would have
included ➑ Corinth (2 Tim. 4:20) and ➒ Nicopolis (Tit. 3:12), before re-
turning to ➓ Rome, where he was imprisoned and martyred (2 Tim. 4:6–
8).
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
